MOTION AND VOTE: It was moved by Mrs. Miller, seconded by Ms. Bahorich, and carried
unanimously to recommend that the State Board of Education, by an affirmative vote of two-thirds of
the members of the board, approve for second reading and final adoption proposed repeal of 19 TAC
Chapter 112, Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills for Science, Subchapter D, Other Science
Courses, 8112.71, Principles of Technology (One Physics Credit), and §112.72, Other Courses for
Which Students May Receive Science Credit, with an effective date of 20 days after filing as adopted
with the Texas Register.

Proposed Amendment to 19 TAC Chapter 130, Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills for Career
and Technical Education, Subchapter C, Arts, Audio/Video Technology, and Communications,
§130.121, Extended Practicum in Fashion Design (Two to Three Credits), Adopted 2015
(Second Reading and Final Adoption)

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Ms. Ramos explained that this item would correct an error in the number of credits for the Extended

unanimously to recommend that the State Board of Education, by an affirmative vote of two-thirds of
the members of the board, approve for second reading and final adoption proposed amendment to
19 TAC Chapter 130, Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills for Career and Technical Education,
Subchapter C, Arts, Audio/Video Technology, and Communications, §130.121, Extended Practicum
in Fashion Design (Two to Three Credits), Adopted 2015, with an effective date of 20 days after filing
with the Texas Register.
